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Planned Burn Update
The 63 hectare Teds Track, ecological planned burn, was ignited on Thursday 9th April to promote Thelymitra Matthewsii (Spiral Sun Orchid) habitat.  
This burn also forms part of the greater Asset Protection Zone (APZ) north of Aireys Inlet Township, making the total area completed in the DSE Otway District to date 2427 hectares.
The specific prescriptions for ignition of this burn were: temp less than 25 degrees, wind speed less than 15kmh, predominate wind direction south east, relative humidity greater than 45%, fuel moisture greater than 12%, fire danger index less than 8 points.
Burn Planning

The 2009 Otway District Planned Burn Program is managed under an Incident Management Team structure, the same structure used for wildfire response management.  The IMT make decisions on what planned burns go to ignition based on matching individual burn prescription to current conditions.
Opportunities to burn are impacted by the dryness of soils and vegetation caused by long term drought.

DSE acknowledge that burning is not without its risks, and predominately influenced by weather, take these issues into consideration during planning, and have a range of prepositioned resources in place as a key component of managing this risk.

General

Task forces from around the State are assisting the Otway District to achieve as many of the Planned Burns scheduled for this autumn period as possible.  

Traffic Management, such as road closures and speed restrictions, are put in place for planned burns to ensure public and fire fighter safety.
